The Good Night books by Adam Gamble are enjoyable. There isn’t much of a story in any of the
books and this one is no different. All the books start in the morning and go through the day until it's
finally time to say good night (hence the title) while pointing out different places/things that the
city/state is known for. My 1.5 yr old likes the pictures and loves repeating the names of all the
places and saying the different things she spots on each page. | like that places/things mentioned
can be visited or experienced, plus | like building off of what is written and adding more facts about
the different places/things.The only downside is that there are so many places to see/things to do,
especially in New York City, that | wish the books were longer to mention more about the city (but |
understand that would make the books ridiculously long and therefore it is unfeasible for the author

to actually do). I still love the books for their site seeing type of feel.

The 'Good Night’ series is pretty bland and predictable but that's OK. You get cute pictures, a
