This interested book written by on those times Colonel and later on Brigadier General Albertus
Catlin USMC, can be divided in two main areas: The first one is an extensive and detailed narration
of the battle accomplished in the year 1918 at Belleau Wood, 35 miles northwest of Paris, during the
1st World War. The second area is a summarized history of the USMC since its organization on
November 10, 1775 until 1919 and a short but keen study by the author of the consequences that
USA patrticipation on that war would bring to the future of this country.The mentioned first area
sometimes becomes heavy and bored due to the meticulous description of the fighting related with
this battle, which was so important for the destiny of the war that the Belleau Wood (Bois de
Belleau) was afterward renamed by the French as Bois de la Brigade de Marine in memory of the
tenacity the Marine Corps fought there until its recovery from the German army.Reading of this book
should be recommended to anyone interested in learning about the penalties suffered by the

warriors and the bravery, performance and discipline of the USMC members.

European statism was dangerous in 1914, and is, unfortunately alive and well today, living in
the US. Self-discipline and individual liberty are vital to the health and preservation of our nation,
and are the lifeblood of real patriotism. The " Ideal Patriot" thus compares to Catlin’s "Ideal
Marine"-one’s character is reflected in the "greater good" , be it Country or Corps. Have we lost
sight of our national.character? | pray not! And | pray that that those who sacrificed so much did not

do so in vain!

It is obvious from the beginning that Catlin is a Marine. His use of terms common in the Corps but
known little elsewhere such as "over the fence" which was used exclusively at Paris Island proves
his familiarity. Throughout the book he never fails to mention the prevailing discipline within the ranks
but he always takes the time to explain the purpose of discipline as well as how well Marines
understand discipline.He ends with a plea to Americans to learn the lessons this war taught and to

avoid the lessons taught before the war began.

General Albertus Catlin writes a fine history of the United States Marine Corps just prior to and
during American involvement during WOW.He discusses the difference between the regular US
Army troops and the spirit of the Marines. He includes the overview of their training, moral and
learned team work.Since this was written nearly 100 years ago, it becomes a classic to see the

nature of World War | from his view.
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
